GETTING STARTED


Congratulations on your decision to read through the Bible in 2012. To begin, you will want to skim through this guide. Not only does it contain a Bible reading schedule, but also offers suggestions that will help you in your reading and study.


Secondly, set aside time every day to read your Bible. Try to make it the same time each day. You might want to read part of each day’s reading in the morning and part in the evening – whatever works best for you. Before you begin reading, ask God for guidance and blessing. Be sure to check off each passage as you read it and don’t forget to record your progress each week at church.


Thirdly, working with others will encourage you to stay on schedule. You might consider: Bible reading as a family activity, finding a partner to share insights and encouragement, participating in a Bible Study.

ENHANCE YOUR READING

You may want to consider doing some of the following activities as you read a passage. Vary the approach so that each day will be new and refreshing.

· In your reading you will discover many verses and passages that speak to you directly. There will be some you will want to commit to memory.

· Apply scripture to your daily life by letting the Bible ask you questions. How am I doing with the truth of this scripture? Have I been growing in this area of my life?

· Asking basic questions about a passage can help you to analyze its meaning:

1. Who said it?

2. To whom was it said?

3. Where did it happen? -or- Where was it written?

4. Why was it written?

5. When did it happen?

6. What does it say to me?

IF YOU FALL BEHIND

Take the following steps to get back on track if you fall behind in your reading:

· Start right now with the current Bible reading.

· Don’t try to get caught up all at once. Read one or two passages that you need to make up each day along with your current readings.

· Ask a partner or study group to pray for you as you catch up with your reading. Seek God’s power to encourage and enable you to read the Scriptures daily.

· Some parts of the Bible are difficult to read. Some of the Old Testament passages list long chronologies, detailed descriptions about Jewish worship, a alien people with strange sounding names. Whe you encounter such a passage:

1. Skim the passage to get essential facts and meanings.

2. Consult a Bible commentary or handbook to clarify questions.
